We offer a full academic program from Kindergarten to 
Grade 7.  Our school is operated locally by our Parish Education Committee according to the policies 
of CISVA.  This committee also sets local policy on school matters. 
 
The Parish and its Education Committee would like to thank all involved with our school, and among 
that “all” our parents and parishioners must be accorded a special place of appreciation for the hard 
work, dedication, and loyalty to the school shown in so many areas, and not least in the area of 
participation.

The purpose of the school is the purpose of the Church.  This purpose is to communicate in theory and 
practice the teachings of our faith as given us from our Lord Jesus Christ through the Church.  This 
means following a way of life based on the academic and religious values of that teaching.  This is a 
high purpose, demanding commitment and sacrifice.  Our school takes pride in teaching the whole 
child so that each will develop academically, emotionally, physically, socially and have a strong 
commitment to their Catholic faith.

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REGISTRATION PROCEDURES 
(Please read the following information carefully.  All forms in this package must be completed and 
returned to St. Anthony’s School as soon as possible.) 
 

Required Fees: 
 

(All forms, documentation and cheques are to accompany each registration.  We  will not accept 
incomplete packages.) 
 
1.  Registration:  There is a $40.00 Registration Fee for every submitted registration ($80 after  
     March 15) This fee covers administration costs involved in the processing of registration. The    
     registration fee is payable at the time of registration, and is not reimbursed if the student is not  
     admitted into the school. 
 
2.  Upon acceptance, new applicants must provide a Non-refundable Fee of First Month’s Tuition     
     bearing the date of acceptance, and a signed Direct Debit Authorization Form for the balance of the  
     tuition.  The first cheque will be credited toward the June 2012 tuition.  After June 30, 2011 this fee     
     is not refundable. 
 
3.  Activity Fee:  An Activity Fee is required for each child.  The fee covers the following:       
     agenda/planner; safety kit; field trips.  Any money remaining from these funds will be applied to the          
     Outdoor Education Program the following year.  Currently, the activity fee is $55.  This may   
     increase slightly for 2011/2012.  The new rate will be determined by the end of March 2011. 
        
4.  Participation Fee:   Each family must also submit a Participation Cheque dated June 15,  
     2012.  The Participation Cheque is currently $810.  This cheque is held by the school and will be   
     returned to the family if the required hours of volunteer work have been fulfilled.  Currently, each    
     family is required to fulfill 54 hours of participation.  If your family has incomplete volunteer hours,  
     they will be charged $15 for every hour not completed by June 15

th
, 2012. (Families may choose to   

     pay the Non-participation fee out right by submitting a cheque dated September 1, 2011 and not   
     take part in our Parent Participation program.)

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ADMISSION POLICY 
 
(ALL children must be re-registered every year.) 
 

All schools in CISVA have a process for admitting students.  As part of this process, the 
Pastor/Archbishop’s Representative, the Principal and when practical, a member of the Education 
Committee shall meet with each new family.  Any difficulties arising out of the interview process shall 
be referred to the Pastor/Archbishop’s Representative for resolution. 
 
Families shall read and sign the Statement of Commitment prior to being accepted into a school.  For 
purposes of this policy, “practising Catholics” shall mean those individuals who are registered in a 
parish and attend Sunday Mass regularly; “active in a parish” shall mean participate in the work 
activities required of them. 
 
Priorities for admission into elementary schools shall be: 
 
1.  Children presently enrolled in the school if they and their families meet the expectations of 
     the school. 
 
2.  Siblings of children already in the school, whose families are practising Catholics and active 
     in the parish. 
 
3.  Children whose families are practising Catholics and active in the parish. 
 
4.  Siblings of children already in the school, whose families are practising Catholics and active in 
     other parishes. 
 
5.  Children whose families are practising Catholics coming into the parish, who have been  
     attending Catholic schools elsewhere. 
 
6.  Children whose parents are practising Catholics and active in other parishes. 
 
7.  Children whose families are either not practising Catholics or not active in their parishes. 
 
8.  Non-Catholics.  Enrolment of more than 15 % non-Catholics in any grade requires the approval 
     of the Board of Directors.  Once accepted into the school, non-Catholics need meet only the 
     criteria expected of other students to be re-admitted in subsequent years.  Siblings of non-  
     Catholics cannot be given priority over Catholics. 
 
 

Acceptable Use Policy for Computers 
 
St. Anthony of Padua School supports the use of technology and access to the internet for educational 
purposes that can enhance and support the faith-filled education of students.  The school will educate 
students and staff on acceptable use of technology and access to the internet, supervise as is possible 
and guide users in the proper use of educational technology.  The school will inform parents on its 
policies and how they can support our educational initiative regarding the use of technology and 
access to the internet.  Use of computers is considered a privilege and access may be denied for 
infringement of St. Anthony of Padua School’s Acceptable Use Policy or Guidelines.

3. Parents must give one full month’s written notice if they wish to withdraw their children from the 

school. 
4. Families who take their children on holidays during the school year, and thereby not qualify for 

full government grant, will be expected to reimburse the school for the amount lost.  Students 
must be in attendance for approximately 135 days by May 15

th
, in order to receive full funding. 

5. Families experiencing financial hardship should contact the Pastor to discuss financial 
assistance to help in meeting tuition payments.  The Pastor, on an individual case basis, will 
determine the assistance to needy families.  A Tuition Assistance Application Form is available 
at both school and parish offices. 

6. Registration cannot be accepted from families who have outstanding accounts owed to the 
school.  All arrears must be paid by certified cheque or cash prior to registration date.
